Taking
something so utilitarian for example, like that of a telephone
pole with all of it's components, on average would be, and
usually are, looked upon as something that is less than
visually desirable, yet when presented in a unique way this
provides one with the tools needed to visually tune into
not only in their everyday environments but also that of
the world — therefore, giving viewers the capabilities to find beauty in the simplest of things.
