He received his BA from Bellarmine University and 
his MA from the University of Chicago.  Kulla has had more than 
twelve solo exhibitions throughout Illinois and has taken part in 
over ninety group exhibitons throughout the country.  This will be 
Kulla’s fourth solo show with the George Billis Gallery.
